This activity took longer than
we expected due to the pure
delight and affection when
writing their letters to anoth-
er part of the body across
the Atlantic.

The best reaction was when

wrote the letters. Each want-
ed to put a face to the sister
who had written her letter. |
shared some things about
them. As my eyes flickered
between the photo on the
screen and the animated
group in front of me, they

. fooled me. They made me

think they were different.
But as | described my Brazil-
ian sisters, | realized how
similar my African sisters
are to them. | managed to
see daughters and mothers,
daughters-in-law and moth-
ers-in-law, young women, old
women, some studying, oth-
ers working, and still others
looking for a job, some wait-
ing for their grandchildren,
others suffering from a pain-
ful grief. But above all, | saw
women who love God and
who strive to do His will. We
are one in the Kingdom and
are not alone (Col 3:11).
